My tests showed these results:All
alcohol-based markers bleed through the paper quite easily. All water-based markers and Pitt IndiaInk pens leave
some shadows on the back of the page. Gel pens did not bleed through or show shadows but all brands | tested, except
Uni-ball Signo pens, required extra drying time. Coloring pencils worked fantastic. The soft lead pencils went on thick
with little effort and blended beautifully. My hard lead pencils went on darker than usual and | was able to blend those
aswell. The hard lead pencils did not leave a dent on the back of the page. If you choose to use markers, thereisa
good chance you will mar the back of the page you are working on and ruin that designs. Be sure to use a blotter page
below your work so the ink seeping through is limited only to the back of that page.l am really looking forward to
spending alot of time with this coloring book.
