They suggest
sources in nature and in art for creative ideas and motifs, and give helpful methods for devel oping these into designs
suitable for various types of jewelry pieces.The authors, both formerly of the Rhode Island School of Design, animate
every line of the text with the knowledge that only long experience in the craft and in teaching the craft can give. For
many years, beginning and experienced crafters have kept this authoritative text beside them, using it to avoid costly
mistakes and to save many hours of trial-and-error experimentation.
