For myself, thisis an illustrated book that is a suitable read
for al ages. It's not graphically violent nor is the story terribly original or deep. Byrne's art hereis clean and detailed
without the comicbook-styled shadows, yet is legible and easy to follow. It is somewhere between a coloring book and
an illustrated book, with the emphasis on the art and is an elevation of the form. It's not the typical, so-called "adult
coloring book" asit clearly is more along the lines of telling a comichbook story as a series of 'splash pages.’

During the
1990s he produced a number of creator-owned works, includingNext MenandDanger Unlimited. He scripted the first
issues of Mike Mignola'sHellboyseries and produced a number of Star Trekcomics for IDW Publishing.
